But as industry leading businesses accelerate cloud native
transformation, these legacy technologies can turn into costly and innovation-halting roadblocks that hinder the modernization of
applications. Organizations are aware of the benefits for moving legacy, on-premises databases and applications into cloud native
infrastructure and services, such as:

Reduce Total Cost of Ownership (TCO)

Eliminate expensive commercial software licenses

Improve database availability, scalability, security, and performance

Position applications to leverage business-transforming Al, ML and analytics capabilities
